Prohibited Items

To ensure a safe, respectful, and family-friendly experience for all guests, the following items are
strictly prohibited on the premises of Westerner Park. Entry may be denied, or items confiscated at
the discretion of Security or Venue Management.

WEAPONS AND HAZARDOUS DEVICES

. All types of firearms, slingshots, ammunition, explosives, and ignition devices
. Knives, scissors, razors, or any bladed items
. Conducted Energy Weapons (e.g., Tasers)
. Replica or imitation weapons, including props or toys resembling real weapons
. Martial arts gear, clubs, batons, baseball bats, hockey sticks, golf clubs, bows, and arrows
. Hand tools, electric tools, chains, padlocks, zip ties, handcuffs
. Mace, pepper spray, bear spray, or any personal defense sprays
. Corrosive chemicals, flammable substances, unknown powders or liquids.
DRUGS AND ALCOHOL

Patrons entering Westerner Park are advised that they are entering a liquor-licensed facility. Alcoholic
beverages must not be taken into or out of the Westerner Park grounds. Alcoholic beverages (outside
alcohol strictly prohibited; sealed, non-alcoholic drinks permitted at discretion)

. lllegal substances, drug paraphernalia, and any drugs exceeding legal possession limits
. Cannabis (consumption only allowed in designated areas where applicable)

NOISE AND LIGHT DISRUPTORS

. Air horns, sirens, mechanically enhanced noisemakers, bullhorns
. Light-emitting devices, including lasers
. Fireworks, flares, sparklers, confetti poppers, and other pyrotechnics

TRANSPORTATION AND MOBILITY RESTRICTIONS

. Skateboards, bicycles, scooters, hoverboards, Segways, wheelies/shoes with wheels
. Remote-controlled or radio-controlled devices (e.g., drones, UAVs, toy cars)
. Unauthorized motorized vehicles (mobility aids permitted)
. Hard-sided coolers
. Monopods, tripods
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Prohibited Items

UNAUTHORIZED MATERIALS AND PERSONAL ITEMS

. Graffiti tools (e.g., markers, spray paint, etching tools)

. Paint, unknown powders or substances

. Glass containers or containers whose contents cannot be easily verified
. Professional audio or video recording devices

. Flyers, samples, posters, stickers, banners, promotional materials

. Confetti or loose materials intended for mass distribution

CLOTHING, IDENTIFICATION, AND ATTIRE

. Clothing/articles with offensive, extremist, violent, gang-affiliated, or discriminatory
messages or symbols

. Masks that disguise identity (excluding health/safety-related face coverings)

. Attire intended to intimidate or provoke

ANIMALS

. Pets or non-certified animals

. Only service animals with official provincial documentation (e.g., Alberta Service Dog ID) are
permitted

. Emotional support animals are not allowed during major events.

FOOD AND BEVERAGE RESTRICTIONS

. Outside food or beverages (exceptions may include sealed water bottles, juice boxes, infant
formula, and small snacks). Other items may be allowed at the discretion of Security or
Westerner Park Staff.

. Hard-sided coolers - Small soft-sided coolers in the dimensions of (10.3 x 7.3 x 8.5 inches)
are allowed

. Glass containers

. Open containers or unsealed liquids

ADDITIONAL VENUE-SPECIFIC RESTRICTIONS

. Chairs, unless collapsible seating is explicitly permitted

. Large umbrellas that obstruct views

. Any item deemed unsafe, disruptive, or inappropriate by Security or Management
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
